We all know that fashions change over time such that a prescriptive list of acceptable /
unacceptable clothing, jewellery and hairstyles is challenging. The general rule of thumb is
that if you wouldn’t wear it to an interview, don’t wear it to school. If you are in clothing that
is in our opinion inappropriate for an interview then you will be asked to adjust your
appearance in school; if this is not possible you will have to return home to change.

The final decision as to what is, or is not, appropriate dress, lies with the Heads of Year.
